Beyond the Sea. The Mediterranean as conceptual category

Vaso Seirinidou

Whether as unified political space under the scepter of Rom, or as interna-
tional market and economic space under the control of Venice, as a “religious
sea” in the times of the Crusades, or as a “cultural sea” in the Renaissance, the
Mediterranean has never been solely a water surface. However, the idea of the
Mediterranean as a distinct geographical unit with a specific natural environ-
ment that produces a particular way of life and culture is less old than we prob-
ably imagine. This article examines the various ways and discourses, through
which the Mediterranean has been transformed from a sea basin into an inter-
pretative category for social and cultural phenomena. It focuses on the main
turning points of this conceptualization process, starting with the German geo-
graphical science of the 19th century that conceived as first the Mediterranean
as a distinct geo-cultural unit, to follow on with the conceptualizations of the
Mediterranean in the context of the early 20th century geopolitics as well as in
the context of the post war anthropology and historiography. The paper discuss-
es also the role of the tourist industry in the creation of the image of the
Mediterranean and concludes with some critical remarks on the contemporary
political uses of the Mediterranean past.
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
