	Migration is an intertemporal global phenomenon influencing the countries involved (origin

	and destination) as well as individual (emigrants and their families). The ongoing process of globalization has brought back to the forefront the migration issue. The EU is a de facto destination zone for the contemporary migratory flows. The accession of most post-communist economies to the EU has “internalized” the problem on the basis of the application of the free labour mobility principle. However the pressure on the EU boarders is escalating by the non-EU (irregular) immigrants mostly using the asylum-refugee solution in order to reach their final destination. Besides it’s multi-dimentional and interdisciplinary nature, migration is mainly affecting the labour markets of the countries involved. In an enlarging EU migration is therefore a basic variable for the analysis of issues relevant to employment and wages and, at the same time a task for the designing and implementation of an immigration policy both at the national and the Union level.

	Academic Goals

	· The comprehension of the economic theory and the mechanisms of migration.
· The understanding of the relation between globalization, european integration and migration.
· The comprehension of the economic implications of migration for the countries involved. 
· The critical approach in the assessment of the so far migration policy at the national and EU level. 
· The building of a bulk of knowledge which will allow the the investigation of the perspectives on the labour markets and employment in Europe in a context of increasing migratory flows.
To this end, the development of critical thinking is essential.  

	Cognitive Goals

	After completing this course students will know:

· The basic post-war developments on global and European migration.

· The various theoretical approaches on migration.

· The content and the basic tasks in terms of a migration policy. 

· The particularities of the EU member-states regarding their labour markets and migration.  

Furthermore students:

· Will acquire useful experiences and develop skills in comprehending and assessing the positive and negative implications as well as the opportunities and threats of migration. 

· Will be able to develop a global economic approach of the European migration phenomenon.
· Will develop practical skills in the preparation and participation in the debate

· Will benefit from the presentations of the guest speakers  work in the seminars.  

	Teaching Method

	· 10 three hour lectures on the topics of the course (see analytical description)

· 3 three hour seminars where guest speakers present their work on special issues related to migration

	Assessment 

	 The final grade will emerge as follows:

- In weeks 4, 8 and 11 students will take three short tests on questions checking their knowledge. The grade of these tests will represent 90% of the final grade.
- A 2,500 word essay on the labour market and emigration for a specific country the professor will assign. The grade of this essay will represent 10% of the final grade.
